2. Engages in outreach to LGBTQ youth to promote awareness of Identity Youth Center and its
programs.

3. Acts as a liaison to local Gay Straight Alliances (GSAs) of area schools and encourages cooperation
between Identity Youth Center and GSAs.

4.  Assists Identity Youth Center staff in developing and facilitating programs to LGBT youth and local
health and human service providers.

5.  Coordinates activities with Youth Center Educator.

6.  Stays current on developments in LGBTQ issues, and provides education on mental and physical
health and well-being, and safer sex to participants of LGBTQ youth center programs.



7.  In accordance with STAP’s data collection procedures, retains accurate records on education
program presentations, and outreach activities.

8.  Related duties as assigned.

QUALIFICATIONS

Education: Must be either attending high school or have a high school diploma or GED.

Experience: Professional or volunteer experience that relates to the mission of STAP.
